. Registration Fee

The one off £40 registration fee (where appropriate) covers the cost of recruitment, interviewing,
reference checking. This includes The Music House for Children (MHFC) complimentary concerts, and
musical opportunities for all pupils, parents and schools. On-going musical activities are provided
throughout the year.

. Payment

10 lessons are given each term unless the total is pre-arranged by client/school. Payment must be
made within 14 days of invoice to allow for continuation of music lessons. Late payment may result in
tuition being postponed or terminated.

. Communication

Confirmation of start and end dates are the responsibility of the tutor, clients and schools. Please allow
48 hours notice to tutor for cancellation of lessons. Cancelled lessons must be re-scheduled where
possible during term time and school holidays.

. Notice
One full term’s notice must be given in writing or via email to The Music House if you wish to discontinue
music lessons with MHFC tutors. Cancellations without notice will incur a £50.00 cancellation fee.

. Non Competition

. Replacement Teacher
The Music House will replace tutors who leave for any reason. Eight weeks notice is normally given to
clients and schools unless in exceptional cases.

. Quality Assurance
TMHFC makes every effort to keep in touch with pupils’ and schools progress. Teachers, schools and
pupils are responsible for maintaining consistent progress and should be encouraged by all parties.

. Health & Safely
